Travelling with an assistance animal

Assistance animals with a valid form of accepted accreditation can travel free on all NSW
metro, train, coach, bus, ferry, light rail, taxi, private bus and private ferry services. The
accepted types of valid accreditation are:

e Assistance Animal Permit issued by TINSW
e Accreditation from organisations endorsed by TINSW
o Interstate accreditation recognised by TINSW

All assistance animals and their handlers must carry valid accreditation as proof of
entitlement when travelling at all times.
